			1.  the books in the “Read-Ahead Bibliography” that are marked with an asterisk (*).  The books do not have to be read by the end of the course.  (But if you were to read all four books during the period of the course, it would still only be 4.63 pages/day.)
			2.  plus the material I will pass out during the class and that I so designate as “required” reading.
		b.  Suggested reading includes
			1.  all the other books listed on the “Read-Ahead Bibliography”,
			2.  and other materials that I will pass out during the class and that I so designate as “suggested” reading.
		c.  If you have had any problem getting any of these materials, let me know and I will procure them for you as soon as I am able.

	4.  Special Dates Included Within the Course Requirements
		a.  January 25 – NCPC’s semi-annual Congregational Meeting – All communicant members should make arrangements to attend in any case but it will also be counted as official class time as well.  This includes surveying the “Read-Ahead Packet” provided the members ahead of time.
		b.  February 18 – NCPC will host a stated meeting of Chesapeake Presbytery.  This will also be counted as official class time.  However, you will not have to attend the entire meeting.  One to two hours is all I will consider necessary for attendance purposes.  As the time gets closer, I will show you what you can expect to see when so you might pick what time you will want to observe.
